he last Info of the Constitutional Court of Bosnia and

Herzegovina was issued in 2021 and on that occasion the
then president rightfully boasted of the fact that the Constitutional
Court has no pending cases older than two years.

Today, in 2024, when the Constitutional Court of Bosnia and
Herzegovina is marking the 60th anniversary of its continuous
work and existence, | regret to say that | do not have the
privilege to use the festive tone.

The Constitutional Court has never been in a more difficult
position. Namely, in 2022 the relevant Entity authorities have
begun obstructing the election of judges to replace the judges
who, after reaching the age of 70, went into well-deserved
retirement.

The House of Representatives of the Parliament of FBiH
needed the period from August 2022 to the end of May 2024 to
elect a judge and thus fill in the vacant position, whereas the RS
National Assembly has failed to elect a judge and thus fill in the
vacant position since November 2022. Instead, the RS National
Assembly even made the work of the remaining judge whom it
had elected difficult to the extent that he filed a request to be
relieved of his duty and he went into early retirement. Although
the House of Representatives of the FBiH Parliament informed
for the first time on 19 January 2024 about the end of my term of
office, my successor has not been elected to this day.

Given the previous experience and unquestionable certainty
that my successor would not be elected by the time my term of
office would expire, the Constitutional Court was forced to seek
assistance from the Venice Commission in order to ensure the
functionality of the Constitutional Court and prevent a full-scale
blockade of its work.

Having analysed the practice of countries in situations where
a relevant body fails in due time to elect a judge to replace
the one whose term of office is about to expire, and referring
to the situation in Bosnia and Herzegovina, the Venice
Commission, among other things, noted: “As such, the Rules
of the Constitutional Court in Bosnia and Herzegovina are of
a specific constitutional nature, occupying a high place in the
hierarchy of legal norms... While it is obvious that the Rules are
not an organic law in the formal sense, they can be regarded
as an organic regulation fulfilling the role of a sui generis law. In
line with earlier Venice Commission Opinions, that a law on the
Constitutional Court can (and in some cases, should) extend
the term of office of a constitutional judge until a successor
takes up office, the Venice Commission takes the view that in
the case of Bosnia and Herzegovina, in the absence of other
pertinent legislation, this can exceptionally be regulated by the
Rules of the Court.... In this context, the Venice Commission
also considers that the Constitution provides that judges serve
until the age of 70 and expects the Court to continue functioning
by having these judges immediately replaced by new judges.
In a situation like the present one, where the basic functioning
of a crucial constitutional body is at stake, the question can be
raised which of these two principles is of greater importance. Too
strict an interpretation of the clause “judges (...) shall serve until
age 70" would lead to the strange conclusion that the drafters
of the Constitution would prefer a complete paralysis of an
essential constitutional organ to temporary prolongation of the
term in office of legitimately appointed judges. Given that this
prolongation can at any point be cut short by the legislatures of
the Entities themselves, simply by selecting new judges, as they
are constitutionally obliged, the Venice Commission considers
that a literal interpretation must yield to the overarching
constitutional principle of a functioning Constitutional Court,
safeguarding the fundamental right of access to a court ... In
conclusion, considering the overarching constitutional principle
of a functioning Constitutional Court, the Venice Commission
finds that allowing acting judges to continue their mandate
beyond the age of 70 until a successor is appointed would not
run counter to Article VI(1)(c) of the Constitution of Bosnia and
Herzegovina and that, in case the term of the current judges
is indeed extended, the work of the Constitutional Court would
continue to be in accordance with the Constitution and therefore
legitimate. Given the status of the Rules of the Constitutional
Court in the hierarchy of norms, such a possibility can be and
would need to be stipulated in the Rules.”

In the light of the Opinion of the Venice Commission, the
Constitutional Court amended its Rules in May 2024 as
follows: Exceptionally, if the relevant authority does not elect
a new judge by the date of termination of office of a judge by
reason of age, the judge in question shall continue performing
his/her duties until the relevant authority elects a new judge
and until the newly-elected judge assumes office.

As a result of this amendment to the Rules, and taking into
particular consideration the fact that the international judges
agreed to take part in deciding on all cases in order to have
a quorum, since November 2022 the Constitutional Court
has been functioning owing to exceptional efforts of the
international judges.

In this connection, it should be
noted that the Constitutional
Court is able to decide slightly
more than one third of received
cases. Furthermore, there is a
backlog of 10.000 cases and
some of them have been pending
for more than three years now!

Consequently, |, at the age of 71,
continue to perform the duties
of a judge of the Constitutional
Court and right now | am writing
this Introduction to the Info of the
Constitutional Court of BiH.

The public shall be excluded, in the proceedings before the
Constitutional Court, from the working sessions, except for a
public hearing.

(Articles 13 and 14 of the Rules of the Constitutional Court)

Considering the fact that the public visibility of work and
public relations are crucial segments for the functioning of the
Constitutional Court, the Court continuously improves this area.
In May 2024, a new Rulebook on Access to Information and
Reuse of Documents of the Constitutional Court was adopted,
with the fundamental principle that all information is considered
open and public, unless its non-disclosure is fully justified and
based on exceptions in accordance with regulations. Special
attention is given to proactive transparency, which means that
the Court, on its own initiative and where feasible, regularly
publishes and updates information related to its scope of work
on its website to encourage informed public participation on
matters of public interest. The CC BiH website is continuously
being supplemented and improved with new content such as:
case law in all its segments (decision search, case law overview,
implementation of decisions, abstract review of constitutionality),
administrative operations (planning documents, reports,
public procurement, tenders), news, publishing activity (Court
publications), etc. The Court’s publications are also published
in printed form.

The website is focused on communication with the public,
including appellants, lawyers, judicial institutions, and the
media. In order to enable faster, simpler, more cost-effective,
and efficient operations and exchange of documents and
information, electronic communication has been established in
two forms: limited scope electronic communication (conducted
via email) and full scope electronic communication (facilitated
through a dedicated web application). Additionally, electronic
communication via email is available to all other natural and
legal persons.

The Secretariat shall be managed by the Secretary General who
shall assist the Constitutional Court in the performance of its
functions and be responsible for the organization and activities
of the Secretariat under the authorization of the President of the
Constitutional Court.

In addition to the Secretary General of the Constitutional Court,
the most complex professional duties relating to exercising of
the rights and duties of the Constitutional Court shall be carried
out by the Registrar, Heads of Departments, Head of Office of
the President of the Constitutional Court, Assistant Secretary
General of the Constitutional Court, legal advisors to the judges
who are appointed and dismissed by the plenary Court.

The library operates in accordance with the Library Regulations.

The library resources, consisting of an impressive collection
related to the legal science field as well as other social sciences
are continuously expanded through purchases, exchanges
and donations. The library resources are processed through
application of a uniform method based on the international
standards. Online catalogue is equipped with search engine
facilitating the search of the entire collection by entering different
features (author, title, publisher etc.) including key-word option
as the most interesting search option.

THE SEAT OF THE
CONSTITUTIONAL COURT OF BiH

The seat of the Constitutional Court is situated in the building of
the Presidency of Bosnia and Herzegovina located in the centre
of Sarajevo.

The Presidency building was built in 1886 according to the
design of architect Josip Vanca$ as the building of the National
Government. This initiated an intensive construction of public
buildings in Sarajevo.

Emergence of historicism and eclecticism is a characteristic
feature of the architecture of Bosnia and Herzegovina from the
Austro-Hungarian period. The European styles were interpreted
while a special care was given to the autochthonous architecture
of an oriental style.

The building of the Presidency of Bosnia and Herzegovina was
built in the neo-renaissance style which is at the same time
classical, universal and symbolic and the most appropriate
style for the construction of public buildings of importance for
the country. The design of Josip Vanca$ was inspired by the
great Florentine palaces with facades decorated with rustically
embossed quadrants and archivolts around the windows.

The total area of the building is 3,082 square meters including
a total of 203 rooms, two-floor Ceremonial Hall and an inner
courtyard. The original design of this building was changed in
1911 when, according to the decision of the Bosnian Parliament
and new design of architect Karlo Parzik, a third floor was built,
which presently houses the Constitutional Court of Bosnia and
Herzegovina.
